My neighbour behind my house 
has put up a Ba Gua (mirror di-
verge), a mirror and a piece of  
yellow paper (framed) in front 
of  his house. He has another 
set of  the same things placed 
at the back of  his house. The 
mirror and the Ba Gua were 
placed facing my toilet and 
the yellow paper, which has 
been pasted on his back door, 
faces my back door. The back 
lane is only 5ft wide. I would 
like to know if  this affects the 
neighbours and their family 
members.
It seems like your neighbour has 
been sensitive towards you. Since 
the Ba Gua and mirror are placed 
facing your toilet and not your back 
door, this is not a problem. It can only be 
assumed that your neighbour perceives 
your toilet to have a detrimental effect 
on his house and wishes to defl ect it. 
At worst, the effects are reflected to 
your toilet. Since no one stays in the 
toilet, it is not a problem. The yellow 
paper talisman or fu is normally used 
as a protective device and is passive. It 
prevents unwanted things from enter-
ing the house, in this case, through the 
back door and is not affecting you in any 
way.

I am just wondering what is the best 
way to enhance my relationship with 
others. I am quite an attractive lady 
and have a good job but seem to have 
a diffi cult time forming relationships. 

My date of  birth is July 7 and time 
of  birth 3.50am.
Feng shui is about location and directions. 
A person’s luck is based on three factors 
— heaven, man and earth. If  your pre-
dicament is due to 
feng shui, it could 
be that your house 
is laid out in such 
a way that it does 
not support you 
in your relation-
ships. 

You will have to 
exert the will and 
effort to achieve 
your aim to be 
lucky with men. 

Based on your 
date of  birth, your 
Life Gua is Gen, 

which is represented by the number 
eight. This means that you need to acti-
vate the West (W) direction and location 
with your main door, bedroom and bed 
if  possible. 

What this means is that your front 
door should be facing W, your bedroom 
should be located in the W sector of  your 
house and your bed facing W. Your head 
should point to the W when you sleep.

With this year being 2005, you will 
have to put up with the your relationship 
as it is since the Tai Sui is in the W. This 
means that you should not move your bed 
or change your front door this year. You 
can only make the changes after Feb 5, 
2006. If  you change this year, the cure 
will be worse than the disease!

Is it true that houses located in the east 
direction should not be renovated this 
year? If  so, can I do it next year? 
Yes, it is generally recommended that if  a 
person has a house that faces East, West 
or Northwest, they should postpone their 
renovations until next year. There are 
exceptions but this is decided on a case-
by-case basis where one should consult an 
experienced feng shui practitioner.

Birds are, well, a lot like fl owers with wings. Though their presence is often fl eeting, 
they still add a certain beauty to your garden that is impossible to match.  As more 
land is “eaten up” by elements of  the concrete jungle, our beautiful winged friends 
are being forced to seek out new destinations to call home. Hey, all that they require 
is food, water, shelter and places for them to raise their young! And all these things 
are found in certain trees and shrubs. Go on, try planting them in your garden and 
welcome these winged creatures into your garden or even backyard.

Besides making available trees and plants, another way to entice birds into 
your garden is to have a water source. Birds cannot do without their daily bath and 
drink.

So, what are the plants that birds adore? Check out the following.

Plants birds love:
• Papaya trees
 The fruits are a favourite with fl owerpeckers, 

sunbirds, pigeons, orioles, lesser coucals and  
doves.

• Chilli plants
 This ornamental plant is a beloved food 

source for many species of  birds, besides pro-
viding your garden with bursts of  colour.

• Ficus trees
 Birds love this tree for its fruit and nesting 

possibilities. Its fruit, however, are seasonal 
and do not provide a food source all year 
round.

• Eugenia aquea (Water apples)
 Besides bearing fruit, its fl owers attract sun-

birds, butterfl ies and night moths.
• Japanese cherry trees
 Its leaves, when crushed, emit a characteris-

tic odour that attracts birds. 
• Zinnias and sunfl owers
    The plants produce seeds (after fl owering), 

which birds love. 

More ways to woo birds
• Instead of  a wood or brick fence, go for a 

hedge or shrubs on both sides of  a steel fence. A hedge provides shelter while pro-
viding food for many types of  birds. Shrubs like baphia, fi cus and hibiscus have 
perfect branching and density for them to nest in. On the other hand, shrubs like 
eugenia and tea leaves are less favoured by birds because their branches are too 
close and dense.

•  Hedges also act as a food source for birds, as many spiders and insects are usually 
present.

•  Create a feeding tray for birds by placing fresh papaya on a plate/tray in your garden. 
Do this everyday and you will see birds frequenting your garden daily.

•  Shrubs provide a nesting place for many bird species. However, remember to keep 
cats at bay as they make prey of  young, inexperienced birds.
